Call to Entries

EMC Corporation is inviting the artists of the Franklin Art Association to display their
work in a new gallery being created in the executive hallways of their corporate
headquarters at 176 South Street in Hopkinton. This is a wonderful opportunity for
exposure for the FAA as well as great sales potential for our artists as these hallways are
frequented by the top executives from EMC and other Fortune 500 companies in the U.S.
All members are encouraged to submit work for this rotating exhibit. Please contact
Stacey David at staceydavid@yahoo.com, with additional questions.

Exhibition schedule: There will be 4 exhibits coordinated each year: April-June, July-
Sept, Oct-Dec, and Jan-Mar. The first exhibit will open April 1, 2009.

Eligibility: Open to all members of the Franklin Art Association. Only 2-dimensional
work will be accepted, though all media is welcomed. All artwork must be properly
framed and wired for hanging. There is no fee for submission.

Size requirements: There are 30-35 available slots for each exhibition. Pieces are to be a
minimum of 20” wide and a maximum of 32” wide, including frame. There is no
minimum or maximum for height. There is one oversized spot available that may hold a
piece with a minimum size of 30” x 30” and a maximum of 42” x 42”; please note on
your entry form if you are submitting a piece for the oversized spot.

Submissions: All interested parties must submit the following to be considered for
selection:
- Digital photo of work, including frame, where the file name for the image is the
title of the piece
- Artist name, title of piece, medium, size (including frame), price, and artist email
and phone number listed for each submission
- One paragraph artist bio
There is no limit on the number of pieces you may submit for consideration. If you are
submitting 3 or fewer works, you may submit by email to staceydavid@yahoo.com. If
you are submitting 4 or more works, you must submit your images on CD by mailing
complete packet to Stacey David at 11 Norumbega Circle, Franklin, MA 02038. All
images should be saved at 150 dpi; high res images are not required.

Deadline: All submissions for the first April-June 2009 exhibition must be received no
later than March 15, 20009.

Selection: All submitted work will be presented to EMC by the FAA President. EMC
will then select the pieces they wish to hang for each exhibition period. Selected artists
will be notified by email no later than March 25.

Drop off: Accepted works must be dropped off on Friday, March 27 between 3:30 and
5:30 pm at EMC headquarters, 176 South Street in Hopkinton, with Chuck Veit.



Pick up: Exhibited works must be picked up on Friday, June 26 between 3:30 and 5:30
pm at EMC headquarters, 176 South Street in Hopkinton, from Chuck Veit.

Insurance: EMC will provide insurance to cover all accepted artwork against loss or
damage for the duration of the exhibition. Pieces are not covered by this insurance during
transport to and from EMC.

Sales: All pieces may be for sale. EMC and the FAA will not take a commission on art
sales. A price list will be available at the EMC front desk as a point of information for
interested parties. Prices will not be listed on the individual pieces. Artist contact
information (either email or phone number, as you specify) will be provided with each
piece so that potential buyers may contact the artist directly for purchase. No piece may
be removed from the walls until the end of the exhibition, unless by express written
consent of EMC. Shipment and/or delivery to buyers is the responsibility of the artist
and should be taken into account when pricing your work.

Marketing: EMC will send an internal email to all of their associates (approximately
5,000) at headquarters announcing the exhibition and encouraging employees to view and
purchase the available work. A sign will also be posted at the beginning of the gallery
with an explanation of who the FAA is and who to contact for purchase information.
